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Attendees:  Steve Alter, Tom Grossman, Moira Gunn, Steve Huxley, Paul Lorton, Vijay Mehrotra, Steve Morris, Mouwafac Sidaoui, and Wilma Kay.
Sidaoui asked if there were any comments about the minutes.  The minutes from the August 15th, 2013 meeting were  unanimously approved as sent.  
Agenda Items:

Leadership Team Updates:  Sidaoui shared that all the chairs met with the Dean. From that meeting:

· The MBA will become a department as opposed to a working group.

· BAIS is asking for three faculty lines

· New chairs agreed to give faculty $200.00 for discretionary spending.

Schedule and Student Count:  Sidaoui handed out the teaching schedule that he worked out for all.
Maximum number of students for 308 (30) was discussed as well as the impact of larger class sizes on both teaching and Summas.  

Discussion of 204 and 308 ensured.
MSIS Updates:  Morris updated the group on MSIS since he acquired the Program Director role of the program.  He is just getting his feet wet.  
· Sidaoui and Morris met with one cohort on 9/25 and will meet another cohort on 9/27 for pizza in San Jose. So far, it has been an eye opening experience with lots of questions and excitement.  
· A new MSIS flow Chart was distributed.  
· Morris will be asking the group to draw upon industry contacts for an eventual advisory board, etc. 
· Tasked to look at the curriculum’s relevance.

· Need to recruit from BSM to MSIS – need to plant seed or feeder students.  Morris has started the dialogue with recruiting.  The issue is to get students aware of the program.  

· Two students want to take JP’s class instead of e-business.  JP has room and Morris will coordinate.
· Concentrations in the MSIS

MATH 106:  Huxley gave the dismal news and student averages of the pre-test. BUS 204.  However, he’s optimistic about working in Arts and Sciences Paul Zeitz over this issue of preparing students. Options of best delivery were discussed on how to get the students ready.  All of 204 is using the same text book.  
MBA Elective & Concentration:  Vijay is currently teaching 3 electives with more in the hopper for next year.  Sidaoui mentioned that 4 units does not work with their schedule.  Mindy and Vijay suggest splitting the four into two with a pre-req.  There is a need to capture MBA students their second year.  In our department we have 10 units and a concentration is 12.  Vijay walked thru the semester’s sequence. The concentration needs hands-on engagement and exposure.  We need to move fast to create an Analytics concentration.  
UG Electives & Concentration: BA 199 and Digital Media & Analytics were approved.

 Huxley presented his pilot inte -session class BA 199 Excel class for Mandarin speaking students offered with an in-house translator.  A motion was made by Sidaoui to approve the BA 199 pilot with a second by Alter. All approved.
Sidaoui feels it is a goal to have Analytics in Information Systems.

Morris presented his Digital Media & Analytics Course-The class is a huge resume builder.   Huxley moved with Sidaoui seconding for unanimous approval of the course.
MBA 6015: A history and re-cap of the course ensued.  Veitch took the course and assigned David Batstone to teach it and Veitch took the course to the GPC for approval. Alter previously taught the course and at that time circulated the syllabus for comments.  His rigorous standard demands, he felt impacted his Summas.  This course was in our department.  The question is whether as a department we come back with a stellar and relevant course or just let Veitch solve the problem, if this already is a done deal.  Alter does not particularly care if it goes away.  The course never gelled.  Can this course be turned around?  Lorton will send a note that the GPC to question their approval  process. Lorton is concerned for the students and thinks it best that we take back the core content of the course.
“Re-Imagining BSBA”:  Sidaoui presented adjunct Ted Kreutzer’s proposal for a Big Data Concepts course.  Kreutzer would like feedback to his proposal.  A discussion followed but all agreed that this is really good stuff with a basket of topics for both undergrads and grads. Course is certainly a ticket to get a job.  Vijay likes it for MBA.  Could be two or three concentrations.  An elective could be created from this body of topics.  Sidaoui will gather input from the group for Kreutzer’s proposal.
