Hello, I am Devan Robertson from the School of Nursing and Health Professions at the University of San Francisco.  
Allow me to extend a warm welcome to all of you, the transfer students who have been admitted to the Bachelor of Science in Nursing program.  Congratulations! 
This video will help you select the courses you need to take during your first semester at USF.  Transfer students admitted in the fall can expect to complete their Bachelor of Science in Nursing degree requirements in seven semesters.  You will begin your first nursing clinical course in your second semester here at USF. 

First, if you do not already have transfer credit for all of the nursing clinical prerequisite courses, you will need to complete any missing clinical prerequisites in your first semester.
The clinical prerequisite courses are:
BIOL 134 and BIOL 135: Microbiology Lecture and Lab
BIOL 113 and BIOL 114: Human Anatomy Lecture and Lab
BIOL 115 and BIOL 116: Survey of Human Physiology Lecture and Lab
PSYC 101: General Psychology
If you have already completed all four clinical prerequisite courses, then you can use that space in your first semester for additional core coursework
For your next course, we recommend that you register for a Written Communication, otherwise known as Rhetoric & Composition, course. Developing good writing skills are essential to your success in all the classes you will take at USF.  Course options are RHET 206, 250, 295 or 310.
You should also register for two one-credit courses for new nursing students.
Nursing 120 Nursing in the Jesuit Tradition I AND Nursing 170 Intro to Professional Nursing Practice. You will take both of these courses in your first semester at USF.

Depending on whether or not you have completed all clinical prerequisites, you should also have room for two to three core courses. By now, you should have received a degree evaluation from the Office of Admission explaining which courses they accepted as transfer credit and which courses you still need.  Please make sure that all your official transcripts have been received by the USF Office of Admission.

You now need to look through the on-line Schedule of Classes and find the courses you would like to register for, particularly those that fulfill any core courses you have remaining.  Spend some quality time doing this to find a schedule that works for you. Remember to pay close attention to each course’s restrictions, prerequisites and co-requisites.  
Once you have selected your classes, your schedule should look something like this…
Full time schedule:

BIOL 115 and BIOL 116 Survey of Human Physiology Lecture and Lab
PSYC 101 General Psychology

Every transfer student’s schedule will be different, according to their transfer credit.    Additionally, for seven-semester transfers, it is not necessary to maintain full-time status of twelve units or more in your first semester, as long as your prerequisites and NURS 120 and NURS 170 are complete, but do check first to see if your financial aid will be affected.
