ELIZABETH A. HAUSLER, PHD
FOUNDER AND CEO, BUILD CHANGE

Brilliant engineer of innovative solutions to prevent the danger of earthquake-caused structure collapse.
Visionary leader who founded a company built on moral integrity, ethical business practices, and
compassionate pragmatism. Mission-driven social entrepreneur fully invested in a high-profile career of
high-impact global service to provide resilient, sustainable housing for the world's most vulnerable.

Dr. Elizabeth Hausler is driven by the knowledge that lives lost from housing collapses during earthquakes are preventable.
This global expert on resilient housing design and post-disaster reconstruction has prevented countless deaths around
the world through her innovative company, Build Change, which she founded in 2004 and still leads today as its visionary
CEO. Her life's multi-point mission has been laser-focused on building back better after natural disasters strike. She also
employs the build-better-before strategy to strengthen homes and schools in communities increasingly at risk for earthquakes,
storms, flooding, extreme temperatures, fire, and drought. She sees deaths from building collapse as an avertible human-
made problem. She leads a forward-thinking building revolution with urgency, using her global platform to sound the
alarm and issue a call for action, saying “The time has come to treat unsafe housing as the global epidemic that it is.”

Build Change works from the top down with government agencies in locations around the world to develop building
standards, and from the bottom up by hiring and training local engineers, builders, and producers of building materials to
construct safe housing. The company also engages and empowers homeowners, listening to their preferences and providing
access to financing. As a new general engineering graduate, Dr. Hausler first worked on landfill design and environmental
site assessments for civil engineering and consulting companies. She became increasingly concerned about the effects
of earthquakes on the built environment and the deaths caused by structure collapses. The 9/11 attacks reinforced her
desire to use her engineering degree to save lives. Recent estimates indicate that one-third of the world’s population will
be living in poorly constructed buildings by 2030. Such dire warnings serve as a catalyst to invest her every effort in cutting
those projections. To define what constitutes safe housing, she relies on the time-tested principles that still serve as
Build Change's foundation — disaster-resilient, affordable, sustainable, locally appropriate, secure, financial asset, adaptable,
and scalable.

Dr. Hausler is an inspiration to our graduates. We encourage them to meld their minds, hearts, and skills with their
passions to find a need in the world that calls them to serve others, just as she has done. Under her leadership, Build
Change has become a global social innovator, demonstrating over many years that resilient housing initiatives can be
transformative and produce permanent change. Since 2004, Build Change has supported the needs for new construction
or retrofitting in more than 200,000 buildings to improve the safety and security of more than one million people across
Latin America, the Caribbean, and Asia Pacific.

Dr. Hausler has been a builder most of her life, starting in childhood with elaborate Lincoln Log structures. Also a
skilled brick, block, and stone mason, she grew up near Chicago, where she and her sister worked summers for their
father, a small-business owner in masonry construction, building custom houses and lightweight industrial buildings. A
Fulbright Fellowship took her to India to witness the aftermath of the tremendous 2001 quake and reconstruction. There
she saw in real-time the connection between poverty and vulnerability to natural disasters. She earned a bachelor’s in
general engineering at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign, a master’s in environmental science from the
University of Colorado, and Ph.D. in civil engineering from UC Berkeley.

Dr. Hausler has been recognized many times for her steadfast efforts, global focus and the innovative strategies she
employs to create safe and sustainable housing for those most vulnerable to natural disasters. She received the inaugural
Global Engineering Professional Award from the Mortenson Center in 2019, the 2018 UC Berkeley Campanile Excellence
in Achievement Award, a $1.25 million Skoll Award for Social Entrepreneurship in 2017, and the 2011 Lemelson-MIT
Prize with a $100,000 stipend. Under her leadership, Build Change won a 2008 Tech Award for Technology Benefiting
Humanity for making earthquake-resistant housing solutions available to homeowners regardless of income level, among
a litany of her other honors.

That all may know of our great esteem for her as a visionary leader, compassionate woman for others, and innovative
engineer of sustainable housing for the most world’s most vulnerable, the University does, therefore, confer upon Elizabeth
A. Hausler, the degree of Doctor of Humane letters, honoris causa, with all the rights and privileges pertaining thereunto,
given this 18th day of May, in the year of our Lord two thousand and twenty-four, and of the University, the hundred and
sixty-ninth, in San Francisco, California.

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American Flag

USF's ROTC Color Guard proudly presents the American flag flown over the United States Capitol on
the day of Pope Francis’ historic address to a Joint Session of Congress, September 24, 2015. On that
inspiring day, Pope Francis renewed the faith of Catholics worldwide and inspired a new generation,
regardless of their religious affiliation, to be instruments of peace. He reminded us of our sacred and
inescapable responsibility to those struggling to escape poverty, persecution and war. He challenged
us to rescue our planet from the climate crisis that threatens the future of our children and the health
of God's creation - and to do so in a way that is sensitive to the needs of the poor. He urged us to live
our values and reach beyond our divisions.
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T he colorful attire worn by the graduates, the faculty, and officers of the University on the
occasion of these Commencement Exercises has historic roots in medieval times. Dressed as
they are in cap and gown, the graduates and their professors form part of a long tradition which
dates back to Paris and Bologna, to Oxford and Cambridge in the days of their Catholic glory.

The precise origins of the several parts of the academic garb are not easy to discover. However,
since medieval students enjoyed the status of clerics during their university years, one is hardly far
wrong in asserting that their attire found its inspiration in the clerical dress of medieval times. The
gown seems to be an adaptation of the robe of friar or priest; the hood, of the monk'’s or friar's cowl;
and the mortarboard cap of today, the end product of curious evolution, recalls the skull cap of days
when tonsured heads needed protection against the drafts of medieval classrooms.

Academic attire began to appear quite generally on United States campuses in the late 1890s.
Since that time, its use has become universal for solemn university functions, and its pattern highly
uniform.

THE GOWN

The gowns are three in number and styling. That of the bachelor is a yoked, closed-front garment,
with long, pointed sleeves; that of the master is cut to be worn open front, its sleeves are long and
closed, slit cut just above the elbow to allow the forearm to protrude; the gown of the doctor is also
worn open and has full bell-shaped sleeves. Only the doctor's gown is trimmed—with velvet panels
down the front and three velvet bars on each sleeve.

Though black velvet is proper trimming for all doctor gowns, the color and material of the panels
and sleeve bars is often varied in order to indicate the faculty which granted the wearer’s degree;
dark blue for Philosophy (pHD); light blue for Education (Epbp); white for Arts and Letters (LITTD);
gold-yellow for Science (scp); orange for Engineering (ENGD, DCE); purple for Law (LLD, DCL, JD, JUD,
Jcp); green for Medicine (MD); scarlet for Theology (sTp, DD).

THE HOOD

The hood at first seems to have been worn over the head and was attached to the gown. When the
skull cap was introduced, the hood was retained, but detached and worn much as it is today. Each
degree (bachelor, master, doctor) has a right to a hood, which varies in length and, in the case of the
doctor's, also in pattern. The bachelor's hood is three feet long; the master's hood, three and
one-half; the doctor’s hood, four, with wide panels on either side.

The color or colors with which the hood is lined are those of the college or university that granted
the wearer's degree-for example, the University of San Francisco is known by the gold chevron on
the field of Kelly green. The colored velvet binding or edging of the hood, in different widths for
bachelor, master, doctor, is a key to the faculty granting the degree. The velvet colors include white
for Arts, gold-yellow for Science, drab for Business, apricot for Nursing, light blue for Education,
royal blue for Nonprofit Administration, peacock blue for Public Administration, scarlet for Theology,
purple for Law, and so forth.

THE CAP

The mortar board has become the universally accepted style in United States colleges and universities.
Many European institutions still retain distinctive forms of academic headdress—for example, the
University of London’s tam-o-shanter cap.

The doctor, following graduation, has the right to wear a gold tassel on the mortar board; black,
however, is perfectly proper and perhaps more common.
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
